The —M1l verbs are related to E,lw and are very old verb forms in Greek. They were in
use at the time the New Testament was written, but have disappeared from modern Greek.
The — verbs differ from verbs ending in -w only in the Present, Imperfect, and 2nd
Aorist tenses.
